IF YOUR FILM IS SELECTED:

You must provide the following:

« Exhibition copy by a designated date

* Full press kits including film stills and director photo (hard copy or TIFF files on CD-Rom or
on MAC-formatted disks), synopsis, full production credits and director bio.

» 30-second clip or trailer on DVD and/or BetaSP (to be used for press and for awards
ceremony) for features in competition.

* 5 additional screeners, on DVD (3 additional screeners for short films)

» Filmmakers whose works are selected for the Festival grant the Tahiti Film Festival, and its
related entities the rights to use footage, stills and/or titles, and information from the film for
promotional purposes.

» Filmmakers whose works are selected for the Festival agree to provide Director and
Producer contact information and grant the Festival the right to provide this information to film
industry organizations sponsoring Festival events at its discretion. Invited works may be
screened multiple times during the Festival. We may ask you to provide a second DVD or
video to allow for multiple screenings at more than one venue at a time.
